Cajkovskom i zenevskom nazvano po Paganiniju);
Monike Leskovar, pobjednice prestiznog Cajkovski
natjecanja za mlade u Japanu 1995.; Galine Petrove,
ruska ,,Narodna umjetnica“ 2001.; Francoisa Weigela,
usavrSavao se u klasi Olivier Messiaena, a BBC ga je
opisao kao glazbenika rijetko videne tehnicke i muzikalne
sigurnosti, i drugih. Orkestru su znacajno doprinijeli i
dosadasnji voditelji Diane Pascal, Tonko Nini¢ i
Orest Shourgot. Posebnu vaznost za ZKO ima i trajna
suradnja i prijateljstvo s ruskim virtuozom

Maximom Fedotovim, koji je od samog pocetka
djelovanja orkestra pocasni voditelj, a od 2009. godine
i umjetnicki direktor medunarodnog festivala Musica
Maxima u organizaciji Zagrebackog komornog orkestra.

Zagreb chamber orchestra is made up of

music enthusiasts who, by performing baroque,

classical and contemporary music, wish to intoduce

the richness and beauty of classical music to a wider audience.
Through the International Festival Musica Maxima,

and numerous concerts and tours, the Zagreb Chamber

Orchestra with its friends, musicians from around the world,

is trying to further encourage the love of classical music. In 2004,
Zagreb’s violinists Mladen Dervenkar and Marko Madari¢
gathered fifteen young string players that have graduated from
the Music Academy in Zagreb and re-established the Zagreb
Chamber Orchestra that Rudolf Matz first gathered back in 1937,
with the idea of continuing the tradition of the Zagreb violin school.

The quality of previous work is recognized in cooperation with
soloists such as Maxim Fedotov, “Russian Paganini”

as it is called by Frankfurter Rundschau, “National Artist” in
2002, winner of numerous prizes at international violin competitions
(Tokyo, P.I. Tchaikovsky in Moscow, N. Paganini Competition
in Genoa), Monika Leskovar, winner of the prestigious
Tchaikovsky Competition in Japan in 1995,

Galina Petrova, Russia’s “People’s artist” in 2001.;

Francois Weigel, specialized in the class of Olivier Messiaen,
and whom BBC described as a musician of rarely seen musical
and technical mastery, and others.

The Orchestra is significantly influenced by its previous leaders
Diane Pascal, Tonko Nini¢ and Orest Shourgot.

Especially important is the permanent cooperation and friendship
with the Russian virtuoso Maxim Fedotov, who is

the orchestra’s honorary leader from the very beginning

and as of 2009, the Artistic Director of the

International Festival Musica Maxima organized

by Zagreb Chamber Orchestra.

natjecanju u Goriziji 2006. godine. 2011 godine osvojio
je 1. nagradu na medunarodnom natjecanju “Fernando
Sor” u Rimu. Vise je puta gostovao u televizijskim
emisijama Dobro jutro Hrvatska te Dan za danom.
Kao solist pretprosloga se ljeta istaknuo na
koncertima radionice Jeunesses Musicales Junior
orkestra pod vodstvom Mihaila Hohlova, u
organizaciji Hrvatske glazbene mladezi i Zaklade
Vladimira Spivakova u Medunarodnom kulturnom
centru HGM-a u Groznjanu. U izravnom prijenosu
HRT-a prosle godine bio je finalist na Eurovizijskom
natjecanju za mladog glazbenika.
